You can report illegal rubbish dumping to the Regional Illegal Dumping Squad on 131 555.

For rubbish dumped in the National Park   

If you see rubbish dumped in the National Park, you should contact the National Parks and Wildlife 

Service directly. For the Upper Mountains phone 4787 8877 and ask to speak to the Area Manager, 

or for the Lower Mountains phone 4632 4500 and ask to speak to the Area Manager.
